As a general rule, Sinbar should be used at the lighter rates

on sandier soils and the heavier rates on soils with higher clay
content or higher organic matter. Sinbar use should be avoided
on very sandy or gravelly soil as crop damage may occur.

HOW SINBAR WORKS

Sinbar is applied to bare soil under trees, seed lucerne or
peppermint crops (as directed on the product label). Rainfall or
irrigation is required to move Sinbar into the weed root zone
where it is taken up and moved to the leaves. Sinbar inhibits
the process of photosynthesis, causing the weeds to yellow
and eventually die.

TIMING

Best results are obtained when Sinbar is applied to moist, bare
weed-free soil. Established weeds should be controlled by a
registered knockdown herbicide prior to application of Sinbar.
Rainfall or irrigation 3 to 4 days after application will improve
results by moving the herbicide into the root zone.

CROP SAFETY
Sinbar should be applied only under apples or peach trees
that are older than three years.

Sinbar should be applied only on seed lucerne crops that are
at least 1 year old.

Do not apply Sinbar to exposed tree roots or crop suckers.

WATER VOLUME

Mix with a minimum water volume of 20 L for every kilogram
of Sinbar. Use equipment designed to deliver MEDIUM to
COARSE droplet sizes*.

For boom application use 250-450L water per hectare at
200-350kPa or as recommended by the nozzle manufacturer.
Handguns should deliver 1000-2000 L per hectare at
600-800kPa.
